Award of Scholarships and Freeship 

I. Preamble 

The Shri Marutrao Ghule Patil Shikshan Sanstha’s (MGPSS) JIJAMATA 

COLLEGE OF SCIENCE AND ARTS (JCS&A), Bhende Bk is committed to provide 

higher education facility to rural youth hailing from Bhende and its neighbouring villages.  In 

tune with the Institution’s mission, “na hi jnanena sadrsam pavitram iha vidyate,” ( 

Bhagwatgeeta, Chap.4, Verse 38.) meaning, “In this world, there is nothing so sublime 

and pure as knowledge”, the institution has framed the policy on “Award of Scholarships 

and Freeship’.  

It follows the policy of  

1. Government of India and Government of Maharashtra which provides Scholarships 

and Freeship to Economically backward class (EBC), SC, ST, OBC, SEBC, VJNT & 

SBC  students,  

2. Savitribai Phule Pune University, Pune scholarships naming a) Lokshahir Aanna 

Bhau sathe Arthik Durbal Ghatak Vidyaarthi  Arthsahay Yojana , b) Mahatma Jotiba 

Phule Gunvant Vidhyarthi Shishyavrutti Yojana, c) Krantijyoti Savitribai Phule 

Arthsahay Yojana and d) Rajarshri Chhatrapati  Shahu Maharaj Shishyavrutti Yojana 

provided to Economically weaker sections of students, Meritorious Students and 

Meritorious Girl students,  

3. Institutional Level Scholarship, Freeship and Awards to sports students participating 

at various Levels (University, State, National etc.) and open category students from 

economically weaker section of society so that they are able to complete their 

education.  This will help in fulfilling the aspirations of needy students so that they 

will become good citizens and contribute significantly to the development of the 

nation. 
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II. Purpose:  

The purpose of “Policy on Award of Scholarships and Freeships” is to define the 

general guidelines, rules and eligibility criteria governing the award of scholarships and 

freeships offered by various government organization and fee concessions offered by the 

JCS&A Bhende Bk, to its students while taking admission into  various undergraduate and 

postgraduate programs offered by it, in the form of a public written statement and make 

available to all stakeholders so that they can take informed decisions regarding scholarship 

and Freeship policy followed by the institution.   

III. The Policy 

1. The institution offers scholarships and certain fee concisions to sports persons taking 

admission in any of the education programmes offered by the college.  These include:    

i. A student who has played at National or All India (from parent university) levels and is 

holding a valid certificate of participation, will be given a fee concession of 90% in his 

total fee for the programme.   

ii. A student who has played at State, University or Zonal level and has received a medal 

(Gold, Silver or Bronze) will be given a fee concession of 80%.  

iii. Those students, who were just participants in the events mentioned above will be given a 

fee concession of 70% in his/her total fee for the programme in which he has taken 

admission.   

In all the cases holding a valid certificate of participation in the sports event is necessary.  

Students availing the benefit of fee concessions, should pay a minimum amount of Rs. 50/-, at 

the time of admission.  

2. The institution recommends eligible and needy students for scholarships offered by 

various agencies like government of Maharashtra and Central government. The following 

Scholarships/free-ships/fee concessions are available for students pursuing education both 

in grant-in-aid and non-grantable/non-grant programmes offered by the college. 

i. Government of India (Social Welfare Office)’s Post-Matric Scholarship (GOI-PMS) 

for students belonging to  SC, OBC, VJNT, and SBC,  

ii. Government of India (Social Welfare Office)’s Freeship for students belonging to  

SC, OBC, VJNT, and SBC,  
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iii. Scholarships to physically handicapped students (Offered by Jilla Parishad / SPPU). 

iv. Scholarships to minority students (Offered by Government of Maharashtra), 

v. Krantijyoti Savitrimata scholarship for girl students, offered by Savitribai Phule Pune 

University, 

vi. Lokshahir Aanna Bhau sathe Arthik Durbal Ghatak Vidyaarthi  Arthsahay Yojana , 

offered by Savitribai Phule Pune University, 

vii. Mahatma Jotiba Phule Gunvant Vidhyarthi Shishyavrutti Yojana, offered by Savitribai 

Phule Pune University, 

viii. Rajarshri Chhatrapati  Shahu Maharaj Shishyavrutti Yojana, offered by Savitribai 

Phule Pune University, 

ix. Scholarship to wards of freedom Fighters. 

x. Scholarship to sons and daughters of defense service personnel and Ex-servicemen. 

xi. Open Merit Scholarships  (Offered by Government of Maharashtra), 

xii. Scholarships to Economically Backward students (Offered by Savitribai Phule Pune 

University), 

xiii. Fee Concession to Economically backward class (EBC) students. 

Students, who wish to apply for the scholarship or fee concessions, mentioned above, 

should fill in the appropriate form and the duly filled-in application form should be submitted 

along with the admission form, at the time of admission.  Students should apply online for 

Government of India (Social Welfare Office)’s Post-Matric Scholarship (GOI-PMS) and 

Freeship for students belonging to SC, OBC, VJNT, and SBC.
